Exhibit M – Supplier’s Acceptable Use Policy 

Restrictions on Use.  VITA shall not, and shall prevent its Authorized Users from using the Application to: (i) resell, rent, lend, lease, distribute, or timeshare the Application or otherwise use the Application on behalf of any third party, or otherwise provide third parties with access or grant third parties rights to the Application other than as expressly permitted by Supplier, (ii)  alter or remove any marks or proprietary legends contained in the Application; (iii) circumvent or otherwise interfere with any authentication or security measures of the Application; (iv) interfere with or disrupt the integrity or performance of the Application; (v) send SPAM or any other form of duplicative and unsolicited messages, other than marketing and promotional messages to End Users as enabled by the intended features of the Application; (vi) access all or any portion of the Application by means of any crawler, scraper, bot, spider, or any other similar script or automated process; (vii) transmit through or post on the Application unlawful, immoral, libelous, tortious, infringing, or defamatory material; or (viii) transmit material containing software viruses or other harmful or deleterious computer code, files, scripts, agents, or programs.  VITA shall not reverse engineer, decompile, disassemble or otherwise attempt to discover the object code, source code or underlying ideas or algorithms of the Application, and shall not modify, translate, or create derivative works based on any element of the Application.
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
