Supplier’s Acceptable Use Policy


SUPPLIER’S ACCEPTABLE USE POLICY
This Acceptable Use Policy (“AUP”) forms part of the Contract between Authorized User and Supplier. Capitalized terms used but not defined in this AUP will have the meanings given to them in the Contract.  If there is a conflict between the Contract and this Exhibit, the Contract shall take precedence.
1. Application Users Compliance. Authorized User is responsible for all actions by Application Users on the Authorized User’s account.

2. Prohibited Uses. Authorized User will ensure that it and Application Users will not: (A) resell or sublicense the Application; (B) modify, adapt, decompile, reverse engineer, or copy the Application; (C) transmit, store, or process data that falls within the definition of “Protected Health Information” under HIPAA except as permitted by an executed HIPAA Business Associate Agreement attached to the applicable order or SOW; (D) misuse the Application or encourage anyone to misuse the Application; (E) copy, use, or share any information from the Application with unauthorized third parties, unless you have Authorized User’s permission; (F) share information that it doesn’t have permission or authority to share (e.g. confidential information); (G) upload, process, or store any Content in the Application that infringes on any third party proprietary rights including (without limitation) any trademark, trade name, trade secret, copyright, moral rights, patents or similar intellectual property rights; (H) use the Application to engage in or encourage any activity that is illegal, deceptive, harmful, or violates the rights of others; (I) violate any laws, regulations, or industry standards or guidance; (J) interfere with or otherwise have a negative impact on any aspect of the Application or any other service, device, data, account, or network; (K) create a false identity or misrepresent an affiliation with any person or organization; or (L) violate the Contract.

3. Obligations. Authorized User will ensure that it and Application Users: (A) prevent unauthorized use of, or access to the Application; (B) take reasonable care when (i) inviting individuals to use or access the Application and (ii) granting permissions; (C) report all incidents or observed vulnerabilities in the Application, or violations of this AUP to security@everlaw.com; (D) obtain and maintain all the necessary consents prior to accessing, uploading, processing, and storing Content in the Application; (E) use a browser that uses SSL and TLS1.2 or higher (SSL/TLS are encryption protocols, and you can check whether your browser uses them in the browser settings); (F) keep user account credentials, passwords, and all other login information safe and confidential; and (G) comply with all applicable terms of the third party services offered within the Application. 

4. Minimum Age. Authorized User will ensure that any Application User is invites to the Application is at least 18 years old. 
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
